🌿Irrigation
Irrigation means giving water to plants when there is not enough rain.
All plants need water to grow. They get water from the soil and lose some of it through their leaves. If there is no rain, farmers use irrigation systems to help plants grow.
There are many ways to give water to plants. The most important thing is to use water carefully and not waste it.
Farmers look at their trees to see if they need water. When a tree needs water, its leaves may look dull, turn gray-green, or fall too early. The tree may also look weak or dry.
There are different irrigation systems:
1. Basin – A small round hole around a new tree holds water for it to soak in slowly.
2. Furrows – Long small ditches between tree rows carry water along the sides.
3. Soaker hose – A special hose with small holes that lets water drip slowly around the tree.
4. Sprinkler – A device that sprays water like rain. You can measure how much water you use by putting small cans around it.
5. Drip (or trickle) – A system that gives small amounts of water directly to the roots. It saves water and keeps the soil moist.
Good irrigation helps plants grow well and saves water for the future.
