General Structure of a Formal Debate
1. Formal Address: "Good morning/afternoon, Madam/Mr. Chairman, Ladies and Gentlemen".
2. Introduction/Opening: Introduce the motion (topic) and your team's stance.
3. Constructive Speeches: Present main arguments with supporting evidence (facts, examples).
4. Cross-Examination (CX) / Crossfire: Speakers ask and answer questions.
5. Rebuttals: Speakers refute the opposition's points, pointing out flaws.
6. Summaries/Final Focus: Summarize key arguments and why your side won.
7. Conclusion: Final persuasive remarks
