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Art Movements of the 19th-20th centuries

“Impressionism is a 19th-century art movement characterized by relatively
small, thin, yet visible brush strokes, open composition, emphasis on accurate
depiction of light in its changing qualities (often accentuating the effects of the
passage of time), ordinary subject matter, inclusion of movement as a crucial
element of human perception and experience, and unusual visual angles.
Impressionism originated with a group of Paris-based artists whose independent
exhibitions brought them to prominence during the 1870s and 1880s. The
Impressionists faced harsh opposition from the conventional art community in
France. The name of the style derives from the title of a Claude Monet work,
Impression, soleil levant (Impression, Sunrise), which provoked the critic Louis
Leroy to coin the term in a satirical review published in the Parisian newspaper
Le Charivari.

Post-impressionism is a predominantly French art movement that developed
roughly between 1886 and 1905, from the last Impressionist exhibition to the
birth of Fauvism. Post-Impressionism emerged as a reaction against
Impressionists' concern for the naturalistic depiction of light and colour. Due to
its broad emphasis on abstract qualities or symbolic content, Post-
Impressionism encompasses Les Nabis Neo-Impressionism, Symbolism,
Cloisonnism, Pont-Aven School, and Synthetism, along with some later
Impressionists' work. The movement was led by Paul Cézanne (known as father
of Post-impressionism), Paul Gauguin, Vincent van Gogh, and Georges
Seurat.[1]

Fauvism is the name applied to the work produced by a group of artists (which
included Henri Matisse and André Derain) from around 1905 to 1910, which is
characterised by strong colours and fierce brushwork. The fauvists were
interested in the scientific colour theories developed in the nineteenth century -
particularly those relating to complementary colours. Complementary colours
are pairs of colours which appear opposite each other on scientific models such
as the colour wheel, and when used side-by-side in a painting make each other
look brighter. Fauvism can be seen as an extreme extension of the post-
impressionism of Van Gogh combined with the neo-impressionism of Seurat.

Abstract Art

Abstraction literally means the distancing of an idea from objective referents.
That means, in the visual arts, pulling a depiction away from any literal,
representational reference points. You can also call abstract art,
nonrepresentational art.

Abstract art is art that does not attempt to represent an accurate depiction of a
visual reality but instead use shapes, colours, forms and gestural marks to
achieve its effect

Pointillism is a technique of painting in which small, distinct dots of color are
applied in patterns to form an image. Georges Seurat and Paul Signac
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developed the technique in 1886, branching from Impressionism. The term
"Pointillism" was coined by art critics in the late 1880s to ridicule the works of
these artists, and is now used without its earlier mocking connotation.[1] The
movement Seurat began with this technique is known as Neo-impressionism.
The Divisionists, too, used a similar technique of patterns to form images,
though with larger cube-like brushstrokes.[2]"
