hemp: cannabis (plant): κλωστική κάνναβη
organic: produced without the use of artificial chemicals: βιολογικός
textile: a type of cloth or woven fabric: ύφασμα
fabric: cloth: ύφασμα
array: an impressive display or range of a particular type of thing: ποικιλία, μεγάλο φάσμα, μεγάλη γκάμα
catwalk: fashion show walkaway: πασαρέλα
vibrant: bright and striking: έντονος, φωτεινός, ζωηρός
garment: an item of clothing: ρούχο, ένδυμα
dye: change the colour of your hair or clothes: βάφω
hazardous: dangerous:επικίνδυνος
excrete: separate and expel as waste: αποβάλλω, απεκκρίνω
disruptive: causing disruption, disturbance: ταραχοποιός, που προκαλεί αναστάτωση
shed: lose: αποβάλλω, ρίχνω
biodegrade: be decomposed by bacteria or other living organisms: βιοδιασπώμαι
aquatic: growing or living in or near water: υδρόβιος
pesticide: substance used for destroying insects or other organisms harmful to cultivated plants or to animals: παρασιτοκτόνο
yield: an amount produced of an agricultural or industrial product: σοδειά, απόδοση
exarcebate: makes (a problem, bad situation, or negative feeling) worse: επιδεινώνω, εκτραχύνω
saturated: supplied beyond the point at which the demand for a product is satisfied: κορεσμένος
disposable: expendable, intended to be thrown away after use: αναλώσιμος, μιας χρήσης
recycling: collecting used material and making it ready for use again: ανακύκλωση
spin: turn and twist into yarn: γνέθω
weave: form (fabric or a fabric item) by interlacing long threads: υφαίνω
rationalise: try to explain or justify (behaviour or an attitude) with logical reasons: εκλογικεύω, αιτιολογώ
upcycling: revamping and repurposing: κάνω αναβαθμιστική ανακύκλωση
customisation: a modification made so that something suits: προσαρμογή
