Lesson Plan: A New Student in Class
LEARNING OBJECTIVE: Students will be able to identify key details about a new student in class, draw inferences from the text, and summarize the main ideas.
ASSESSMENTS:
· Students will complete a worksheet where they fill in the number of boys and girls in different classes based on the text.
· A short discussion to summarize what they learned about the new student, Andrew.
KEY POINTS:
· Introduce Andrew as a new student and his background (from Oxford, England).
· Explore the classroom environment and the number of students.
· Discuss the roles of different school facilities (computer room, music room, etc.).
OPENING:
Begin with noting down things in the classroom (think-pair-share) (worksheet 1)
· Begin with a question: "What do you think it feels like to be the new student in class?"
· Have students share their thoughts in pairs and then discuss as a whole class.
· Introduce Andrew and ask students to think about what they would want to know about him.
INTRODUCTION TO NEW MATERIAL:
· Read the text about Andrew aloud.
· Guide students to listen for key details: his name, where he’s from, and what he likes about his new school.
· Common misconception: Students might think being new is just about feeling nervous. Discuss how new experiences can be exciting too.
GUIDED PRACTICE:
· Have students work in pairs to list what they find interesting about Andrew's description.
· Pose questions to scaffold their thinking: 
· "What does Andrew say about his school?" (worksheet 2)
· "How many students are in his class?"
· Circulate to monitor understanding and provide support as needed.
INDEPENDENT PRACTICE:
· Students will complete a worksheet (ex. 5 on the book) where they will fill in the total number of boys and girls in Andrew’s school based on the text provided.
· They will also write a few sentences about what they would like to ask Andrew if he were in the classroom.
CLOSING:
· Gather students for a quick discussion. Ask them to share one interesting fact they learned about Andrew and one question they have for him.
· Reinforce the idea of making new friends and learning about new experiences.
EXTENSION ACTIVITY:
· Students can create a welcome card for Andrew, including a drawing of their favorite part of school and a brief message.
HOMEWORK:
· Write a short paragraph describing their own classroom or school, using details similar to those given about Andrew’s school.
