GRAZ - AUSTRIA

The capital of Styria is in the valley of the Mur, bounded to the west by the last
foothills of the Alps and to the north and east by the Styrian hills. Because of this
attractive setting and its extensive parks Graz is sometimes called the Garden City.
Austria’s second city, Graz is an economic centre and cultural and educational me-
tropolis - 50,000 students are enrolled at the three universities here. The city em-
ploys some 130,000 people.
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OLD TOWN

This is one of the most extensive historic city centres in the German-speaking world.
Dominated by the SchloBberg and bordered on the west by the river, its 18C and
19C buildings with the beautiful facades conceal some quiet arcaded courtyards.
In 1999, Graz Old Town was declared UNESCO world heritage site.
